I would argue that most writers, and even most readers, are far too busy getting on with life and careers to 

spend much time looking up this sort of information. I want Auroran Lights to be a bulletin board which readers 

can quickly peruse to see if there’s anything of interest to them, and where they can find links to pursue their 

interest further. Ideally, though not guaranteed, AL can potentially lead to additional sales.

The idea is to create as comprehensive a listing of 2016 achievements in all 

categories as possible.  

 

      To get an idea of what is appropriate to a given category, check out category requirements 

 

      NOTE: Just because your work has been listed in the eligibility list DOES NOT mean you have been 

nominated for an Aurora Award. It just means your work is considered eligible to be nominated.  

 

      ALSO NOTE: each work must be something released/created/published in 2016, and must be verifiable. No 

works from 2015 or earlier, or works scheduled for 2017, can be included. 

 

      AND: Please note that these lists do NOT imply that ONLY the items listed are eligible. The lists are simply 

suggestions submitted by various people and may not be comprehensive.

      To nominate you must be a CSFFA member. Detailed instructions on how to join/renew will be posted in 

January and included in the January newsletter. 

 

      Bear in mind each nominee must be relevant to the category you assign it to. 

 

      In the online nomination form there will be space for up to five nominees, each nominee with three spaces 

for relevant information (example: under Best Novel – Title, Author, & Publisher). 

 

      If you are choosing from the site eligibility lists, be aware the lists are by no means complete. You are 

perfectly welcome to nominate ANY works or individuals of your own choice, providing they meet both the 

category definitions AND the produced or published in 2016 qualification. 

 

      You do not have to fill in every choice for every category. Fill in as many as you like and feel comfortable 

with. For example, if you read only three novels published in 2015 that you feel are worthy of nomination, then 

just nominate those three. 

 

BALLOT: 

 

      The great thing about the final choices for the voting ballot (based on nomination preferences) is that, as far 

as possible, each nominee will be included in the “Voters Package” which consists of free downloads of the 

nominated works. In the case of novels, this could be either the entire novel, or a large excerpt. 

 

      It is to be understood that the free downloads are available to conscientious CSFFA members who want to 

read as many nominated works as possible, but are not to be shared with anyone else. Access to the “Voters 

Package” is one of the privileges/perks of being a CSFFA member. Lots of good reading! 

 

      Voters will also be able to read a bio of each nominee.

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SFWA GRAND MASTER NAMED 
 

      The Science Fiction and Fantasy Writers of America (SFWA, Inc.) is pleased to announce that Jane 

Yolen has been named the 33rd Damon Knight Grand Master for her contributions to the literature of science 

fiction and fantasy. 

  

     The award is given by SFWA for “lifetime achievement in science fiction and/or fantasy.” Jane Yolen joins 

the Grand Master ranks alongside such legends as Ray Bradbury, Anne McCaffrey, Ursula K. Le Guin, Isaac 

Asimov, and Joe Haldeman. 

 

      The award will be presented at the 52nd Annual Nebula Conference and Awards Ceremony in Pittsburgh, 

PA, May 18-21, 2017. 

 

      Jane Yolen published her first book, Pirates in Petticoats, on her 22nd birthday. Since then, Yolen has 

published novels for juvenile, young adult and adult readers, as well as short fiction, picture books, and poetry. 

In addition to being a prolific author, Yolen has edited several anthologies. Many of Yolen’s work fall into the 

fairy tale category and Newsweek has dubbed her, “America’s Hans Christian Andersen.” 

 

      Yolen is perhaps best known for her young adult and juvenile books, including the popular How do 

Dinosaurs series. Her short fiction has been collected in more than a dozen collections. She edited three 

volumes of the Xanadu anthology series, collections of modern folk tales, and The Year’s Best Science Fiction 

and Fantasy for Teens. 

 

      In 1986, her short story Sister Emily’s Lightship received a Nebula Award, as did her novelette “Lost Girls” 

in 1997. Yolen has also won three Mythopoeic Awards for Cards of Grief, Briar Rose, and The Young Merlin 

Trilogy. She has won the World Fantasy Award for editing Favorite Folktales from Around the World and later 

received a Lifetime Achievement Award from that same body.

HOW TO JOIN SF CANADA 

 

      Professional Requirements (updated June, 2015) 

 

Writers  

 

Must have published a minimum of: 

 

- three speculative fiction short stories (under 7,500 words), or two novelettes (7500 – 17,499 words), or a 

novella (17,500 – 39,999 words) , in professional markets (defined as paying a minimum of $0.025/word), or in 

Canadian markets approved by the board of directors. 

 

      -OR- 

 

- one speculative fiction novel (traditionally or self-published) selling a minimum of 100 copies and earning a 

minimum of $300. 

 

      -OR- 

 

- a minimum of 5 speculative poems in professional markets, earning in total, a minimum of $25.00. 

 

Editors 

 

- Must edit for (or be) a publisher that qualifies as professional publisher for SFC purposes; or have edited four 

or more speculative fiction novels or collections that would qualify their authors for SFC membership; or 

edited/co-edited one or more speculative fiction anthologies. 

 

Publishers 

 

- Must have published at least three books (by authors other then themselves) or three issues of their periodical 

and offer rates/royalties that would qualify authors for SFC membership. 

 

Artists

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- Must have earned a minimum of $200 through the publication of a minimum of 3 pieces of speculative art in 

professional speculative fiction markets (periodicals paying $0.025/word or books selling a minimum of 100 

copies / earning royalties of at least $300.) 

 

Academics 

 

- Must have an advance degree (or be registered in an advance degree program) relevant to the mission of SFC 

and some substantial combination of thesis, dissertation, conference papers, published articles or books, and/or 

teaching related to speculative fiction. 

 

Non-fiction Writers 

 

- Must have earned a minimum of $300 from the publication of works in professional speculative fiction 

markets; or three articles or chapters of literary criticism in professional periodicals or peer reviewed scholarly 

journals / books; or one book of non-fiction related to the mission of SFC. 

 

Other 

 

- Other related professionals (e.g., agents, librarians, bibliographers) with a specialized interest in speculative 

fiction will be evaluated by on a case-by-case basis. 

 

      For all the above categories, work must be in publications with ISBN or ISSN designations; online 

professional markets without ISBN/ISSN designations will be considered on a case-by-case basis. 

 

Applicants not meeting the above criteria for any one category may apply with a combination of work to be 

evaluated on a case-by-case basis 

 

 Dues 

 

      A one-year membership costs $30. The fixed renewal date is on Canada Day, but members who join after 

January 1 are credited with the July 1 renewal.

Honestly, if this is to solicit another donation 

to McMaster, the answer is no. McMaster has opted out of Access Copyright, which traditionally has been a key 

source of income for Canadian writers, such as myself. Since Mac is now copying the work of myself and other 

writers without compensating us, I have to tell you we writers have, quite literally, already given at our offices.”

We encourage our authors to unshackle themselves from the standard tropes that can weigh down the 

imagination and move into truly authentic dimensions of fear, awe, and cosmic wonder. We want to see the 

Weird move with confidence into the 21st Century, and want our authors to share that commitment. 

 

      For A Breath from the Sky: Unusual Stories of Possession, the seed story will be H P Lovecraft’s classic The 

Colour Out of Space. This is easily one of his best works, and will be included in the anthology. Colour 

presents many interesting entry points into our theme of unusual possession: the titular entity — an unknown, 

sentient being from beyond the stars that manifests as an unearthly, unplaceable hue — is released from a fallen 

meteorite and proceeds to infect and alter everything around it. The earth, plants, animals, and humans within 

its sphere of malign influence change and suffer. The Colour pollutes the ground water like a common toxic 

spill, yet also spreads like radiation. It appears to be a brute force of nature, affecting its surroundings on the 

molecular and genetic levels, but can also attack specific individuals with something approaching intelligence, 

inhabiting their minds and reducing them to shambling wrecks both physically and mentally. 

 

      A Breath from the Sky: Unusual Stories of Possession will offer the reader just that: tales that subvert and 

challenge the common ideas of what it means to be “taken over” by something that is not yourself.

With Lovecraft’s Colour as the seed, we of course expect to 

see Lovecraftian and Cthulhu Mythos stories, but please, move beyond the easy targets (tentacles bursting out 

all over) and give us stories that are truly Other in scope: we want to see effects that defy the body, logic, and 

the laws of physics! For inspiration beyond Lovecraft, we suggest reading Murakami, Borges, William S. 

Burroughs, and the like. Surprise and delight us, make us question our sanity and loosen our hold on concensus 

reality. 

 

      Final story count for the anthology will be determined based on quality and number of submissions. A 

Breath from the Sky: Unusual Tales of Possession will be released as a softcover paperback and as an electronic

      For a good many years I have thought the same way as you do, about the necessity of escapism. Then, in 

more recent years, I realized there’s a real function for fiction, for fantasy, and for speculative fiction. 

  

      On the one hand our world is obviously heading for grim times. You may consider this part of an irregular 

historical cycle – sometimes people enjoy peace and prosperity and, even, progress in securing their peace and 

prosperity. Then everything goes to crap, perhaps for generations, perhaps for centuries. Then the tide turns 

again. 

  

      On the other hand, in order to change our fortunes, we have to be able to consider alternatives. Creating 

room for thinking about different practices, different crafts, different technologies – even different practical 

customs – seems to require a sort of fantasy. The long change from manorial to industrial societies did not only 

take a scientific and industrial revolution, it also took a lot of fantasy, often utopian writing. 

  

      So I think there will be a practical function for speculative fiction and fantasy in the future. Finding and 

establishing more viable practices will not only take a lot of real-world effort, it will take a lot of speculative 

writing. 

 

(The Graeme – (I don’t disagree with anything you say.  

 

      One can hope the current generation of youth will be inspired by new SpecFic to grow up eager to improve 

the world in all sorts of innovative ways in spite of, or maybe because of, what they are going to experience as 

they become young adults seeking to make their own way in the world. 

 

      But having finally become a senior, one eager to avoid stress and panic, to the point of thinking “La La La 

La” whenever I come across news of fresh disasters in politics, international relations, and other joyous trends, 

I will be seeking out fiction which stirs my sense of wonder and gives me what I describe as “nostalgic hope,” 

i.e. the way I used to view the far future when I was a kid.

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      Reality has become too much for me. I don’t view it as a challenge. I view it as a threat. I was never an 

activist to begin with, and I certainly don’t intend to become one now. I don’t believe in reinforcing futility, 

anyway. I’d rather survive as best I can. Enjoy what few years remain to me. Besides, I don’t want anything to 

interfere with my second childhood. This explains why I’ve started rereading Donald Wollheim’s Mike Mars: 

Space-Adventure series. Hell of a lot more fun than paying attention to the news. 

 

      I’ve even given up debating political matters on Facebook. The very definition of a useless waste of time. I’d 

rather spend my time putting together this newsletter, or publishing Polar Borealis. “But you’re not out saving 

the world!” some might argue. Hmmm, maybe, but I think encouraging and promoting Canadian SpecFic is a 

useful contribution to the well-being of Canada and Canadians, certainly a more significant contribution than 

any rant I might unleash on Facebook. 

 

      If others are inspired by science fiction and fantasy writing to change the world for the better, well and 

good. Wonderful. 

 

      But I’ve found my niche. And a very pleasant, comfortable niche it is, too.)
